Bristol was trading with Spain, Portugal and Iceland whilst New World colonies were being founded
as early as the 14th century. The city’s trading fortunes were enriched in 1809 by the opening of the
Floating Harbour which overcame the challenges of having the second highest tidal range in the world.

This led to larger and more sophisticated ships being built, notably Brunel's oak-hulled paddle-wheel
steamship the SS Great Western and the SS Great Britain, the first ocean-going iron ship.
